Guidelines for written submissions:

Word limit: between 400 to 500 words.
Written submissions may be in the form of poems, stories, articles, essays, etc.

Written submission should be uploaded in the word document only. Children can
seel assistance from their School Teachers, Parents, Guardians etc. to upload the

submission.
The write-ups should be the child’s original work and not copied from anywhere

else. The write-ups should also not have been previously published anywhere else.
Written submissions should be in Hindi/English. The submissions thus received
will be reviewed by a panel of reviewers. The best ones will be published in the next

issue of the journal.
The name, age, contact number and institution (if applicable) of the candidate

must be mentioned clearly in the mail and the write-up file name must be in the

name of the candidate for example- amitsingh.doc

Guidelines for Paintings:
Children can use drawing paper, art paper or any other type of white paper of

A4/A3 size for painting.

The painting could be ink, watercolour, oil colour or any other medium. Children
can submit their high-resolution scanned picture of the painting in .JPEG format.
The name, age, contact number and institution (if applicable) of the candidate
must be mentioned clearly in the mail and the painting file name must be in the
name of the candidate for example- amitsingh.jpeg

It may please be noted that by submitting their work to DCPCR, the children

agree that DCPCR can use their entry in its journal or any other publication with
due acknowledgement to the child artist along with the name, age and institution

of the child.

All submissions will be assessed under two age categories: (i) Under 10 years old
(ii) 11 to 18 years old by a panel of esteemed reviewers especially constituted for

this purpose.
