EVS5.4 explains the role and functions of different institutions in daily life. (Bank, Panchayat, 
cooperatives, police station, etc.)

EVS5.5 establishes linkages among terrain, climate, resources (food, water, shelter, 
livelihood) and cultural life. (e.g., life in distant/difficult areas like hot/cold deserts)

EVS5.6 groups objects, materials, activities for features and properties such as– shape, taste, 
colour, texture, sound, traits etc.

EVS5.7 traces the changes in practices, customs, techniques of past and present through coins, 
paintings,  monuments,  museum etc. and interacting with elders. (e.g., cultivation, 
conservation, festivals, clothes, transport, materials or tools, occupations, buildings 
and houses, practices activities like cooking, eating, working)

EVS5.8 guesses (properties, conditions of phenomena), estimates spatial quantities (distance, 
area, volume, weight etc.) and time in simple standard units and verifies using simple 
tools/set ups. (e.g., floating/ sinking/ mixing/evaporation /germination/spoilage /
breathing /taste)

EVS5.9 records observations and experiences; information in an organised manner (e.g., in 
tables/ sketches/ bar graphs/ pie charts) and predicts patterns in activities/ phenomena 
(e.g., floating, sinking, mixing, evaporation, germination, spoilage) to establish 
relation between cause and effect.

EVS5.10 Identifies signs, directions, location of different objects/landmarks of a locality / 
place visited in maps and predicts directions in context of positions at different 
places for a location

EVS5.11 creates posters,  designs,  models  ,  set ups, local dishes, sketches, maps (of 
neighbourhood/ different places visited) using a variety of local/waste material and 
writes poems/ slogans/travelogue etc.

EVS5.12 voices opinions on issues observed/ experienced and relates practices / happenings
